Development Issues – Conflict - Activity C4


Exploring Colonisation
Aim of activity: 
· To examine the history of colonisation using maps.
· To investigate the roots of colonisation in Africa.
· To examine post colonisation conflict in Africa.
Resources:
· Whiteboard/flipchart
· Markers
· Student learning journal
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Projector 
· Computer/tablet with internet access
· Wikipedia maps of colonialization for displaying 1800, 1914, 1945 and Colonial Africa map

Time: 		40-50 minutes 
Instructions:
1. Ask students to brainstorm a definition of colonisation and write up definitions on the board/flipchart.
2. Explore students knowledge of colonisers and countries they colonised.
3. Using a computer and data projector, display the maps of colonisation in 1800, 1914 and 1945 using Wikipedia maps.
4. Identify student knowledge of reasons for colonisation from Spain, France, United Kingdom and The Netherlands. 
5. Briefly explain the ‘Scramble for Africa’ between 1880 and 1900.
6. Focus on Africa as a case study for colonisation. Project the Colonial Africa map and indicate the colonisers.
7. Discuss the reasons that nations such as The Congo, Tanzania, Tunisia, Djibouti, Egypt and Angola etc were colonised.
8. Students identify reason as to why the Colonial powers colonised these countries
Examples being: Natural resources, economic potential, strategic geographical trading potential, nationalism and quest for political power in Europe etc
9. Ask students to choose a region of Africa and learn about post colonial conflict using the 5 W’s Methodology:
a. Who is involved? 
b. What is happening?
c. Why is it happening? 
d. Where is it happening? 
e. When did it start?
Reflection activity:
Students complete their research into post colonial conflict in Africa and present their findings in an interactive presentation e.g. using PowerPoint or Prezi presentations.
