	Stage of Genocide
	Evidence in the film

	1 – Classification: 
Categorising of people into groups by ethnicity, race, religion and/or nationality.
	

	2 – Symbolisation: 
Groups are given names and other symbols that can be used to classify them.
	

	3 – Dehumanisation: 
Members of one group deny the humanity of another. Members of the ‘other’ group are compared to animals, vermin, insects or diseases.
	

	4 – Organisation: 
The genocide is organised, often by the state or by terrorist groups. Hate groups are organised and militias are formed, trained and armed.
	

	5 – Polarisation: 
Extremists drive the two groups involved in the genocide apart
	

	6 – Preparation: 
Victims are identified and separated out according to their ethnic or religious identity and lists are drawn up of those who are to be killed.
	

	7 – Extermination: 
This is when the killings begin. The killers believe their victims to be less than human and that they are purifying society.
	

	8 – Denial: 
During and after genocide, the perpetrators will deny the crime.
