Development Issues – Poverty - Activity P 5


Becoming familiar with Africa
Aim of activity: 
· To learn the location of countries in the continent of Africa 
· To research an African country of interest and identify the cause and effect of poverty in that country.

Resources:
· Student Activity P5 - Blank map of Africa (one per student)
· Completed map of Africa (CAN THIS HYPERLINK TO THE PDF?)
· Tablet/Computer and internet access
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Living in the Hollow of Plenty: activity resource and interactive Hunger Map (2013) Concern Worldwide and developmenteducation.ie
· Problem/Solution Tree (Link to Development Issues Toolkit)
· Student learning journal
Time: 		40-50 minutes 
Instructions:
1. Pass a copy of the Student Activity P5 blank map of Africa to each student.
2. Give them 5 minutes to fill in as many countries as they can.
3. Allow students to work in pairs to identify more countries.
4. Project an image of the ‘Completed Map of Africa’ to the class or alternatively get students to look them up online.
5. Allow students in pairs to choose an African country to research from the ‘hunger map’ on Page 1 of Living in the Hollow of Plenty or the online hunger map or (The map can be projected for the class to investigate or alternatively a photocopy passed to each person).
6. Students should focus on the:
a. Causes of poverty
b. Effects of poverty
c. Solutions to poverty
7. Students should use the Problem/Solutions tree (from Development Issues Toolkit) to summarise their findings.
8. Students report their findings to the class.
