Exploring Genocide
Aim of activity: 
· To learn the definition of genocide and the 8 stages of genocide.
· To research genocide in Rwanda using film.
· To identify the 8 stages of genocide using the Rwandan genocide as a case study.

Resources:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Exploring Genocide: educational issues and challenges – by 80:20 Educating and Acting for a Better World
· Film on Rwandan Genocide such as Hotel Rwanda or Shooting Dogs
· Projector
· Computer/tablet
· Student Activity G6 - Stages of Genocide
Time: 		40 minutes. (120 - 140 minutes - depending on film chosen for film study.)
Note: It may be useful to block book time to watch the movie in its entirety. 
Instructions:
1. Students research the definition of genocide from P. 5 of ‘Exploring Genocide’.
2. Students read through the stages of genocide P. 7-8 and discuss the stages in relation to the Jewish holocaust, the Armenian genocide and Bosnian genocide.
3. Students watch one of the following movies which depict the genocide in Rwanda.
4. Students complete Student Activity G6 - the Stages of Genocide worksheet while watching the film.
Reflection Activity:
Students complete the film review sheet 
Extension Activity:
Students research a case study of genocide in groups and present their findings to their peers in the form of a poster, PowerPoint or any mixed media representation which can be displayed in the school.
