Development Issues – What is Dev Ed? - Activity DE 1

The House Party Planner Exercise
Aim of activity: 
· To get to know your students and for the students to get to know each other. 
· To embrace and acknowledge the diversity in your classroom. 
· To set the ground rules and to set the tone of promoting open discussion in classes. 
· To build trust amongst the teacher and learners.

Resources:
· Student Activity DE 1 The House Party Planner handout
· Student learning journal
Time: 		30-40 minutes (depending on class size)
Note: 
While this activity is taking place it should be emphasised that students should be respectful of each other’s answers.
Instructions:
1. Assign the rules for the activity
Rule 1 – Don’t write your name on the sheet
Rule 2 - Don’t let anyone see your answers

2. Pass ‘The Party Planner’ handout to each student.
3. Read each question and allow student time to complete handout
4. Collect handouts and select one handout and read out some of the answers. Students are asked to guess who the answered the handout.
5. Continue like this until the class until the class feels they have the correct student.
6. The teacher asks the chosen student if they are the correct student.
7. Continue to go through answer sheets allowing the class to identify the student and for the student to acknowledge his identity.
Reflection activity:
Students reflect on the diversity within the classroom and think about the diversity within their school and local community in their learning journal. Prompt questions could be:
· The main thing I will take away from today is…
· The most interesting thing was…
· One thing I learnt about myself is…
· One thing I learnt about others is…
