Aim of activity: 
· To work collaboratively to understand the rationale behind the SDG’s 
· To investigate the UN’s strategy to draw up the goals post MDG’s 
· To become familiar with the SDG’s
· To research an SDG and present findings.

Time: 		40 minutes
Instructions:
1. Arrange the students in groups of 3. Assign roles: Reader, Writer and Reporter.
2. Pass the HO DE 6 – ‘Sustainable Development Goals: All you need to know’ to one member of the group and a marker and A3 sheet to another member.
3. Ask the groups to answer the following questions based on the Guardian Article:
a. What are the SDG’s
b. Why have the SDG’s been drawn up?
c. How were the goals chosen?
d. What other interesting piece of information have you found?
4. Allow the students 10 minutes to formulate their answers and ask the report to feed the information back to the class using their poster.
5. Play the video clip from the UN Development Programme to give students an overview of the process leading up to the Post 2015 Sustainable Development Goals EMBED VIDEO https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=aZQ54G1SoH4 
6. Revise the 17 SDG’s from HO DE6 – ‘Sustainable Development Goals: All you need to know’ with the group.
7. [bookmark: _GoBack]Direct the students to The Guardian’s coverage of the SDGs and assign each student one goal that they would like to research.
8. Students work on an interactive presentation for their next class.


Reflection activity:
Complete the research topic assigned in class and prepare presentation on chosen SDG.
