Female Genital Mutilation and Cutting (FGM/C)
Introduction:
It is essential that students are familiar with the anatomy of female genitals in order to fully understand what occurs during Female Genital Mutilation and Cutting. The accompanying PowerPoint, ‘External Female Genitals and Female Genital Mutilation/Cutting’, engages the learner with basic anatomy. However, if you feel ill equipped to teach about human anatomy it may be useful to have a Biology or Sex Ed teacher to present information on the female reproductive system to the class.

Aim of activity: 
· To identify the main parts of female genitals and understand their function.
· To learn about female genital mutilation and cutting (FGM/C).
· To identify regions of Africa and the Middle-East where FGM/C is practiced.
· To understand the physical and emotional implications of FGM/C on young women.
· To investigate FGM/C by watching and reviewing the film Mooladé.

Resources:
· Activity G 8 PowerPoint - ‘External Female Genitals and Female Genital Mutilation/Cutting’
· Projector connected to computer/tablet
·  ‘Moolaadé’ movie
· Student Activity G 8 - Film review sheet
Time: 	40 minutes (if viewing the film you will need 3 x 40 minutes classes. It is advisable to book 3 class periods to complete the film)
Note:  	Some of the images in the Powerpoint are of a sensitive nature. It is a good idea that you review the Powerpoint before presenting it to the class and to be familiar with questions.
The movie Moolaadé is not available online and must be purchased online.

Instructions:
1. Slide 1: Inform students that the topic to be covered is Female Genital Mutilation often referred to as FGM or Cutting. Inform them of the sensitive and graphic nature of the material.
2. Slide 2: Explain that students must know the main parts of female genitals to understand the various ways in which FGM/C occur. Direct students to the various parts of the diagram of the female genitalia and outline the functions.
3. Continue to work through the PowerPoint. Relevant questions appear in the notes section at the bottom of each slide.
4. Students can watch the film ‘Moolaadé’ to learn about life for girls exposed to FGM/C in Burkina Faso.
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5. On completion of the film students can review the movie with the film review sheet.

Reflection activity:
Students reflect on the FGM/C lesson by answering the following questions:
· How would you improve the situation for young women exposed to FGM/C practices? 
· Who would you work with? 
· What role would women and girls play in bringing about change? 
· What role should men and boys in the community play? 
· What outcomes would you hope to achieve?
